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GENERAL ROPEWORK
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FIGURE OF EIGHT

Used as a temporary stopper knot
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REEF KNOT

Used to tie two pieces of rope of approximately equal thickness together
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CLOVE HITCH
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ROLLING HITCH

Used for securing a rope to another rope or spar when the strain is to either side - prevents slipping
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BOWLINE

Used for making a temporary eye in a length of rope, a lifeline around the body or bending a heaving line to a mooring line
