Necessary Supplies for Class

1. Notebook with five (5) dividers 
2. Multiple blue or black ink pens

3. Red (or red family) pen

4. Pencils (for rough drafts and editing)

5. Notebook paper

6. Composition book
7. 3 x 5 notecards with a binder ring (or the notecards may be connected with a spiral)

8. Highlighters

9. Grammar and Vocabulary workbooks (provided by teacher)

Late work will not be accepted.  Work should be turned in on the day it is due, when it is requested.  Students returning to class from an excused absence will be required to turn in the work that is due.  Only writing assignments may be turned in late for no more than 70%.  Work missed due to an unexcused absence will not be accepted.  There will be NO exceptions to this rule.  Refer to your English Handbook (orange paper) for information regarding long-term projects.

Make-up work is the responsibility of the student.  Refer to the English Handbook for more information regarding make-up work.  Make-up quizzes and tests may be scheduled after school or during lunch with me in advance.  All daily work will be turned in during class.  Students will have one class period for each missed class period to make up assignments.  However, any assignment due the day of an absence will be due upon return to class.  

Academic Integrity.  Cheating in any form will NOT be tolerated.  Copying answers, using unauthorized aids during a test or quiz, claiming another person’s work as your own (plagiarism) will result in automatic half credit and parent notification.  Refer to the English Handbook or the student code of conduct for more information regarding academic integrity.  
Class instruction and grading procedures:

1. Students are required to set up and maintain a three-ring binder with the following dividers: 

· Literature

· Vocabulary

· Grammar

· Writing

· Graded/returned work

**Notebooks will periodically be inspected and tests given to ensure students’ organization.  Any information on a notebook test will be derived from papers the student is expected to have kept in his/her notebook.
2. The designated heading must be correct on every paper or points will be deducted from the final score of the assignment.

3. Students will be responsible for claiming no-name papers within a timely fashion, a zero will be given for the assignment until work is claimed and brought to the teacher to enter the earned grade.

4. Writing assignments should be written in ink or typed, double-spaced, and include a full heading and title unless otherwise instructed.  

5. Students will be allowed to grade each other’s papers in class.

6. Each six weeks grades will be weighted on a percentage basis as follows:
· 35% daily work

· 15% writing assignments

· 30% tests and quizzes (tests will count twice)

· 20% Accelerated reader 

Progress reports will be issued at the three-week period and upon request by student or parent.
Grades can be checked at any time by logging on to InTouch.  For information, call 817-472-4400.
7. Class attendance is imperative.  

8. If a student is late to class, he is responsible for making sure the teacher has updated attendance properly before leaving class.  This procedure will aid in the prevention of a student being marked absent when coming to class late.  Refer to the student handbook for more information regarding tardies and unexcused absences.

9. Keep all returned papers and other items in designated notebook.  If a discrepancy occurs regarding grades at the end of the grading period, the student will be responsible for showing the graded paper to have the grade changed.  

10. Please refer to the student code of conduct, student handbook, and/or the English handbook for any additional information.  The English handbook is to be kept in the student’s notebook.
