THE MIKE PIKE MEMORIAL TROPHY

DEED OF GIFT

1.
The trophy known as the Mike Pike Memorial Trophy was purchased in 1985 following a 
collection amongst Mike’s friends.  It is intended to provide a lasting reminder of the great 
contribution that Mike made to sailing in Borneo before his sudden death in 1985.

2.
The Trophy is to be owned by the Kinabalu Yacht Club.  The competition associated with the Trophy is to be administered by the Vice-Commodore of KYC, who is hereafter referred as the Trustee.

3.
The deed of gift may only be altered by the Trustees.

4.
The Trophy will be awarded annually to the winner of a sailing competition to find the individual champion helmsman of Borneo.

5.
The competition will be opened to helmsmen who live on the island of Borneo and who are members of a recognized Borneo sailing club.

6.
Clubs whose helmsman regularly compete for the Trophy will be invited by the Trustees to act as hosts for the competition on a rotation system.

7.
The competition will be held in centerboard dinghies provided by the host club.  No helmsman may sail the same boat in more than one race.  No helmsman may sail any boat he has owned in the past 2  years.

8.
Depending on the availability of boats, the host club may decide how many helmsmen from each 
club may compete.  It is the intention that the same number of helmsmen from each club should be 
invited.

9.
When possible the competition should consist of at least five races, with one discard.  The scoring 
system to be used should be the Racing Rules  Of Sailing.

10.
Between competitions, the Trophy will be stored at the premises of the club whose helmsman won the Trophy at the last competition.  The safety of the Trophy is the responsibility of the club in 
whose premises it is lodged.  It is also their responsibility to keep the Trophy in good condition and 
the base appropriately engraved.

The Borneo Optimist Championship   -   Deed Of Gift
1.
The Trophy, purchased by KYC,  is to be known as the Borneo Optimist Championship Trophy.

2.
The Trophy is to be owned by the Kinabalu Yacht Club and shall be administered by the Vice Commodore, who is hereafter referred to as the Trustee.

3.
Only the Trustee may alter the deed of gift.

4.
The Trophy will be awarded annually to the winner of a sailing competition to find the individual champion young sailor of Borneo.

5.
The competition will be open to all young sailors who live on the island of Borneo and who are members of a recognized Borneo sailing club.

6.
Depending on the availability of boats, the Host Club shall decide how many sailors per club will be invited to participate.  It is the intention that the same number of sailors should be invited.  
However, the Host Club may, with the consent of the other club Team Managers,  reallocate boats to other clubs in order to have maximum participation on the water.

7.
The competition should consist of a minimum of 3 races.  Should 4 or more races be conducted, 
one race discard shall be allowed.

8.
Between competitions, the Trophy shall be stored at the premises of the club whose sailor won at 
the last competition.  The safety of the Trophy is the responsibility of the club in whose premises it is lodged.  It is also their responsibility to keep the Trophy in good condition and have the base 
appropriately engraved.

9.
In accordance with IODA rules, an Optimist sailor must not be 15 years of age on the 1st of  January of the year in which the event takes place to qualify.
