Rules 


The regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules Of Sailing (RRS) 2001-2004, the prescriptions of the Malaysian Yachting Association, The Sabah Sailing Association, the Optimist class rules  (except where these are altered by the sailing instructions), The Notice of Race  and by these Sailing Instructions. The race is  designated as Category “A”.

Entries 


Eligible boats may be entered by completing registration with the organizing authority, The Sabah Sailing Association. Eligible competitors shall be those invited by the Organizing Committee as described in the Notice of Race. The classes are as described in the Notice of Race.

Notices to Competitors 


Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located at the  Kinabalu Yacht Club near the south staircase. 

4
Changes in Sailing Instructions 


Any change in the sailing instruction will be posted 30 minutes before the start of the race, except that any change in the schedule of races will be posted not later than 8pm the day before  the original schedule of the affected races.

Signals Made Ashore 

5.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the KYC flag post

5.2
Code flag ‘AP’ with two sound signals (one sound signal when lowered) means “The race is postponed. The warning signal will be made not less than 10 minutes after ‘AP’ is lowered.”

5.3
Code flag ‘B’ fully hoisted with one sound signal means ‘Protest time of 30 minutes has begun.’ When lowered, it means ‘Protest time has ended.’

Racing Area 


The racing area for round the Marks Races will be at the sea in front of the Kinabalu Yacht Club.

The Course

The course is displayed on the Official Notice Board. Should there be a  Int 420 class race, they shall use the outer loop and the Optimist shall use the inner loop

Marks
Marks will be Yellow and Red/Pink . The starting mark will be a small red bouy and the finishing mark will be small black buoy.

 11
The Start
11.1 Races will be started using rules 26, System 1 . 

The class flag “470” will be hoisted 5 minutes before the start of the Int 420 Class.  Code flag “P” will be raised 4 minutes before the start and lowered 1 minute before the start. The Class flag “470” will be lowered at the start of the Int 420 Class, simultaneously, the “O” Flag shall be raised to signal the 5 minutes before the Start of the Optimist Class  . Code flag “I” will be raised 4 minutes before the start and lowered 1 minute before the start. Flag “O” shall be lowered at the start of the Optimist Class. 

11.2
The starting line will be between a staff displaying a KYC Club Flag on a committee  boat at the starboard end and a black bouy at the pin end.  

 11.3
A boat shall not start later than 5 minutes after her starting signal. 

12
Recalls 


Individual recalls will be signaled in accordance with racing rule 29.2.

Personal Bouyancy Aid and safety 
 13.1.1    Personal Bouyancy Aid must be worn at all times while afloat and racing. Failure to do so shall result in disqualification. 

13.1.2    All competitors must sign out before leaving the shore for racing and sign back in after coming ashore after racing. Infringing this may result in a penalty as described in 17

14
The Finish 


The finishing line will be between a staff displaying a KYC Club flag on a race committee boat and the port end finishing mark carrying a blue flag. If a Committee boat flies code flag “S” , the finish line shall be between a committee boat and a mark of course or a starting or finishing bouy as the pin end. 

15
Time Limit
 
The time limit will be 60 minutes for the Optimist class. Boats failing to finish within 15 minutes after the first boat finishes or after the time limit, whichever is later, will be scored ‘Did not finish’.

 16
Protests 

16.0
Rule 61.1 shall apply as if the Optimist is longer than 6 meters. (This complies with the Optimist Class rules)

 16.1
Protests shall be written on forms available from the race secretariat and lodged there within the protest time. See 5.3. 

16.2
Protests will be heard in approximately the order of receipt and as soon as possible. 

16.3
Protest notices will be posted within 30 minutes after the  protest time has ended  to inform competitors where and when there is a hearing in which they are parties to a protest or named as witnesses. 

16.4
Decisions of the protest committee will be final as provided in rule 70.4 . This is a Sabah Closed event.

Scoring
 
The low-point scoring system, rule A2 will apply, modified so that each boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores, with her worse score discarded if  4 or more races have been completed.  7 races are scheduled . Failure to sign in or out when required to do so without any valid reason shall result in a 5 point penalty to the overall score for each day of infringement.

Alternative Penalties
 
The 720o turns penalty, rule 44.2 , will apply.

Radio Communication 


A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive special radio communications not available to all boats.
