3. ELIGIBILITY AND CLASSES

All sailors must be members form the invited clubs and reside on the islands of Borneo. Invited clubs are allowed to field their sailors for the following category. There is no limit for the number of participants from each club.

a. International 470 – 3 boats are being offered to each of the invited clubs. A total of 13 International 470s will race.. All sails will be provided with the boats and cannot be replaced unless the Berthing Master allows the change due to damage. The International 470 rules shall apply. All 470s supplied are deemed by the Organisers to conform to the 470 Class rules and no further measurements shall be made. Sails shall carry the class insignia.

b. Laser – 2 participants are invited from each club. A total of 10 Lasers will race. Laser sailors are to bring their own sails and shall use the boats issued to them throughout the Regatta. All Lasers are deemed to conform to the class rules  and no further measurements shall be made. Sails shall carry the class insignia.

c. Optimist Class –A total of 60 optimist boats will race. Boats are available on  a first come basis. More boats may be arranged if the demand dictates but early registration is encouraged to enable the Organisers to source for more boats. All Optimist supplied are deemed by the Organisers to conform to the Optimist Class rules and no further measurements shall be made. Sails shall carry the IODA buttons. Invited sailors need not bring their sails. Optimist sailors shall be divided into the following categories:

Division A – Sailors born in the years 1989-1991

Division B – Sailors born in the years 1992-1994

Division C – Sailors born in the years 1995 and later

4. PRIZES

All categories will be presented with medals for 1st, 2nd and 3rd placing. 

The replica of the trophy will be given to the winners of the 470 category.

5. REGISTRATION

Participants must register at the Race Secretariat, SHMGCC before 2100H 20th July 2004. The registration form is attached.

6. ENTRANCE FEE

The entry fees for the Optimist and other categories is RM15.00 and RM30.00 per person respectively which is inclusive of lunch and evening tea. Entry fees are included as indicated in the programme.

Entries must be received by mail or fax by 2100H 20th July 2004.

Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the organisers.
