TYPES OF EXAMS—The exams will consist of a mix of, but not always, all of, short answer, identification, essay, and multiple choices.  Only two examinations will be offered in this class due to lack of time; the Midterm and Final.  Both these examinations are worth 200 points and consist of three parts.  Each Part is worth 100 points.

Part 1-a of examinations will be an oral test.  This test will consist of memorization of verses and meaning

Part 1-b of examinations will be written test.  This test will demonstrate the students ability to write his/her memorized verses and explain the meaning of the Surah’s

Part 2 of the examinations will be take home quiz.   

NOTE TO PARENTS—Considering that I only have about 1 hour every week I will not be able to insure that a student does every thing required.  Thus I hope and assume that the parent will make an effort to teach their children even more at home.  For example if in class the student has studied a particular Surah in class reviews it with him/her at home.  Go over it as you drive them to school, activities or whatever.  Remember that Islam is their way of life and it should never be put on hold for other things.
