Review for Chapter 7 Test


Test Date: Wed/Thur 2/25 or 26
· You may use an index card and your green theorem toolkits on the test.

The first half of the test will be a team test.  The time spent on this part is limited to 40 minutes.  You are expected to know the material well enough so that you can finish in the time given.
· There will be 2 proofs on this part, as well as a coordinate geometry problem and one review problem from an earlier chapter.

· If you are absent on the day of the test, you will need to make up the test individually.

· Part of the goal of this test is to encourage you to discuss mathematics with your classmates.  Therefore, only one test (randomly selected) per group will be graded, and all group members will receive that grade.  You are expected to fully discuss each problem so that all students have the same understanding.
· You may talk but may NOT show your papers to each other during the test.

· Incomplete papers will be graded individually and receive individual grades.

The remainder of the test will be a traditional individual test.  Topics covered include properties of quadrilaterals, midpoints, slopes, segment length, and review of material in earlier chapters.
Suggested review materials includes “Math Notes” boxes in the text, DQs, homeworks and classwork, Closure problems at the end of the chapter.  Remember, working through examples is the most effective way to study for a math test.  Always study with a pencil in your hand!

As always, Test corrections will only be an option for those students who turn in a complete set of chapter 7 homeworks at the beginning of class on the day of the test.  There will NOT be time given in class to assemble these homework collections; come to class with all work gathered and ready to turn in.
