Math Department Homework Policy
Math is not a spectator sport.  You must do the math in order to learn the material.  Doing the work both during class and at home is essential for success in this course.

In accordance with this philosophy, math homework will be assigned on a daily basis, with very few exceptions during the year.  It is expected that you will do every problem assigned.  Assignments will be listed on PowerSchool as well as written on the board at the beginning of class.  You are responsible for getting and completing assignments missed due to absence.
You may use www.hotmath.com to check your homework, but copying work from any site on the internet, or from another student, is cheating and is a violation of the Christopher Dock Academic Integrity Policy.
Homework will be reviewed and answers posted at the beginning of every class.  You are responsible for asking questions on specific problems which you were unable to complete.  Periodically and without notice, a homework assignment from the current unit will be collected and graded for completeness, accuracy and presentation.  Late assignments will be accepted the next class day, for half credit.  After that, if you wish to get credit for completing an assignment, you must complete the assignment in the presence of the teacher (for half credit).  This work must be completed by the unit test (or the end of the quarter, whichever comes first); no credit will be given for work not completed by the unit test.
Presenting your work is a critical part of doing mathematics.  Attached you will find a model homework assignment.  You must use the format shown on every homework assignment.  Note that this includes copying down the original problem (or summary of the given information or sketch), showing all steps necessary, and circling your final answer.  
Homework Grades:
Points will be deducted if the following criteria are not met: 

· Appropriate pictures or graphs are included
· All steps are shown as on the sample homework
· Correct format: answers circled and labeled, proper heading, etc.
Points will also be deducted for incorrect answers.  Answers are available in class or on www.hotmath.com; students are expected to correct all work.  
Incomplete homework will be reduced by the percent of problems not completed.
A copy of the answer key will receive a grade of 0, and may not be made up.
