OPERATIONAL GUIDELINES*

Welcome to L-213 and our math classroom.  My goal is to have this be a safe, comfortable, smooth-running learning environment for you.  These operational guidelines are to help make this classroom all of the above for you.

As your classroom teacher, know that I support the guidelines and codes of conduct as stated in the Christopher Dock Covenant Statement and the school policies which you will find in the beginning pages of the daily planner you have been given.  Therefore, the following are the basic expectations that I have of you as you enter our classroom each day:

· Be in your seat before the tardy tone begins to sound.  You will receive one warning per quarter.   Your second violation will result in a lunchtime detention as will each unexcused tardy thereafter.  Bring a pass if you are late to class.

· Make up all missed work in a timely fashion.  Use the K12 Planet website to find homework assignments.  Work handed in late will receive no more that ½ credit. Work not turned in after one day must be made up in our classroom (by appointment) during lunchtime.  No work will be accepted following the unit test.
· Dress according to the school’s Appearance Code.  A perceived violation will result in a pass to see Mr. Weins for a second opinion.

· Bring your Admit Slip to me after an absence.  If you don’t have one, you will be sent to Detweiler House to get one.

· Treat each other with respect.  Put-downs and/or laughing at others’ questions or attempts at answers have no place in this classroom.  Treat others as you would want to be treated.  

This is not a long list but I believe these guidelines will serve us well in establishing an environment conducive to learning.  These guidelines are not open to negotiation.  But I do realize that life is unpredictable and I try to be a reasonable person, so if at anytime you believe these guidelines conflict with your personal situation, I am willing to talk privately with you about your situation.
