Test Corrections
Test corrections are due one week following the return of the tests.  They will be accepted late (to the end of the quarter) only with a written note from your parent.  You are only eligible to do test corrections if you turned in your homework portfolio.
You may receive help on test corrections, but you must do the work yourself.  I am available for help periods 4 or 7, or before/after school or during lunch.  Please make an appointment to see me if you need help.
Corrections must be written up on a separate piece of paper and turned in along with the original test.  To receive the maximum available credit, you must follow these guidelines:

State the following for each correction:

· The number of the problem.
· A brief description of the mistake you made (explain it in a sentence; eg: “I added 2 +3 and got 6 by accident.  I think I hit the * button instead of the + button.”)
· The correct solution, completely worked out, showing all work.  If the problem was a multiple choice, you must explain why the correct choice is correct and why the one you chose was incorrect.
Corrections made to the above specifications will earn ½ of the lost points. 
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
