This past week The Federal EPA moved to relax strict pollution laws thereby putting all citizens at greater risk of environmental hazards, all for the apparent sake of big business.

Locally, the Redwood City city council quietly appears to be ignoring environmental concerns at a far more personal level, experimenting with recycled water/treated effluent in targeted residential areas.  They are actually preparing to do exactly what The Federal EPA is only talking about.  What is noteworthy is that they are doing this despite serious, unanswered questions regarding the health concerns of recycled water/treated effluent in residential areas.  Questions need to be asked about why instead it is not being expanded for use in the commercial areas of Redwood City.

Redwood City has decided to experiment in Redwood Shores with the health of its citizens and the economic health of the entire city.  Redwood Shores has about 40 Home Owners Associations, representing 5,000 families.  The approximate spending power of this community within Redwood City is $75 Million Dollars.  The residential property value of Redwood Shores is approximately $1.4 Billion Dollars, with property tax projected annual revenue of near $15 Million Dollars.

If this developing economic and health fiasco is allowed to continue, then where does it stop?  Which other local city will be next to disregard the environmental and health concerns of recycled water/treated effluent for the sake of some hidden, monetary agenda?
