The ongoing debate over the questionable use of recycled wastewater in Redwood City has taken another turn.

On February 3rd at the Redwood City Council meeting, the City Council is going to vote on a motion to develop the main recycled wastewater transmission pipeline for use of recycled wastewater in Redwood City.

Although the motion is only to vote for this specific component of the recycled wastewater project, Safewater Coalition has been working with Councilmember Jordan to address the key issue of recycled waster water – its use in residential areas.  Ms. Jordan has successfully placed a separate agenda item calling for the City Council to take a position in opposition to mandatory recycled water in residential areas.  This will be prior to the council’s consideration of the proposed Highway 101 recycled wastewater transmission pipeline.

The decisions in Redwood City will affect how every city will confront this problem as the State’s fresh water delivery system ages, and suffers more frequent break downs in other cities throughout the San Francisco Bay Area. Letters have been sent to local Assemblymembers and State Senators asking for their help in developing guidelines over the use of recycled wastewater.
