Paul W. Lofholm is a clinical professor of pharmacy at the University of California, San Francisco.  He is a Chairman of Academy of Pharmacy Owners and California Pharmacists Association.  He is the past president and current member of the Marin County Pharmacist Association.  He percepts pharmacy students from the University of California, San Francisco and he is also a Residency Director.  He has published and authored numerous articles about his practice and clinical issues in pharmacy.  He has won numerous awards (i.e. Daniel B. Smith Award) and distinguished honors and has spoken in various public forums.
