Redwood City
to review development 

While a water shortage could ultimately prevent the City Council from approving it, the Planning Commission will consider advancing the Marina Shores housing development tonight. 

The commission will consider certifying the final environmental impact report for the proposed 1,930-unit development on the former Peninsula Marina and Pete's Harbor sites. 

Developer Glenborough Pauls also wants to build 300,000 square feet of office space and 12,000 square feet of retail space, and envisions a harbor-oriented community. 

The commission is not slated to decide whether to approve the project today. And before Marina Shores goes before the council, it is slated to consider a recycled-water project on which the fate of Marina Shores may depend. 

Redwood City exceeds its allocation of Hetch Hetchy water, and state law prohibits a city from approving large housing developments unless there is an adequate water supply. The council is slated to consider approving a controversial $43 million recycled-water project for landscape irrigation and industrial use on July 28. 

The commission will meet at 7:30 p.m. today in council chambers at City Hall, 1017 Middlefield Road.
