I can assure you that if the HHCC passes a resolution, I will do what is right and simply state that the resolution will not be considered by the Council until after we have had a chance to present to the Council and the public the facts and discussion regarding the health and safety issues related to recycled water.

The HHCC knows what the Council has said about this issue.  We cannot change or modify their agenda.  Their resolution is not binding on anyone and does not change anything the Council has done.

I need you to reinforce that any action by HHCC is completely independent of the Council.  You need to write to them directly and request their discussion on recycled water be postponed until after the May meeting.  If they still want this items discussed, we cannot stop it by charter. It is important that we not allow anyone or any committee dictate what we have agreed upon, namely that no action or discuss on recycled water will take place until we discuss the health and safety issues.

Please take comfort in knowing this will be done.
