Marina Shores Project to use recycled water---moving ahead without addressing water supply

Developers of the 1,930 high-and-low density housing units slated to be part of Marina Shores Village will use recycled water in the massive project they hope to break ground on next year.

“Landscaping and fountains will use recycled water,” said Duane Sandul, a spokesman for developer Glenborough-Pauls.

Redwood Shores resident Ray Wang was one of about two dozen residents who attended last night’s open house held by the developer to discuss the project with the public.  

“I hope the city has enough water (for the project),” Wang said.

Wang, who was opposed to bringing a recycled water program to Redwood Shores, said he wouldn’t move to a place where recycled water, or treated wastewater, is used.

The developer is proposing the six to 10-year project include residential units, at least 312,000 square feet of commercial space and several marinas on 46 acres.

The $1 billion plan includes a hotel, town homes and high rises as tall as 23 stories high.  

An environmental impact review for the $1 billion development project along Bair Island Road at Uccelli Boulevard at Pete’s Harbor is in progress and expected next week, said Tim Ridner, the project manager for Glenborough-Pauls….
