On July 28th, Redwood City’s City Council Members are ready to openly defy the voters.  At the council meeting on the 28th, at least four of the council members are likely to support a new recycled waste water project and will blatantly disregard the health hazards of this waste water.   We want to know why?  We want them to vote no.

For almost a year Safewater Coalition has been organizing and educating community members about the serious health hazards related to recycled waste water.  Safewater Coalition experts made excellent, irrefutable presentations at a recent city council meeting where they undeniably disproved claims made by the state’s so-called recycled waste water experts.  These state experts used the phrase “acceptable risk” over and over when pushing for the use of recycled waste water.  “Acceptable risk” means an acceptable level of people becoming ill.  They and our local city council seem to be willing to sacrifice the health of some of our community residents by calling it “acceptable risk.”  It is bad enough to risk the health of the citizens by exposing them to recycled waste water.  It is unforgivable when the citizens who are going to be exposed are children.  Yet that is exactly what the council is going to do on the 28th if they are not challenged and stopped.

 

The Safewater Coalition demands answers regarding the integrity of the council’s decision-making process on this issue.  What have council members been promised and by whom in order to gain their vote to support using recycled waste water - despite the voters asking for and willing to accept other proven alternatives?  Who has been contributing to the council member’s political campaign war chests?  The citizens need to know who the council is representing – the voters or their large corporate campaign contributors?  California has now publicly admitted the need to hold onto money promised to cities due to the possibility of state government bankruptcy.  Where will Redwood City then get the money to underwrite this project?  Who is going to pay the difference when it becomes clear there is not enough money – the local citizens in the form of new local parcel taxes?  The council has no financial contingency except to ask the local voters – who do not want this project to begin with – to cough up the cash in the form of higher taxes.  

Safewater Coalition has recently learned that new other local SF Bay Area city has undertaken such an ambitious project and asks what glory is the council seeking by wanting to be first?  The council knows it has a hidden agenda and it is time for them to come clean before they vote to go against the will of the voters.  They are blatantly willing to ignore the will of the voters.  WHY?  On July 28th, we are going to get answers.
