The Redwood City Council met on February 3rd and solidly passed (5-2) a motion proposed by Councilwoman Colleen Jordan.  The motion, Agenda Item 9.b, affirmed the rights of the local citizens to determine whether or not they want to use recycled water on their private property, rather than have it forced upon them.  Mayor Claire and Councilwoman Pierce felt compelled to vote against the motion, feeling that it was premature.

The Safewater Coalition commends Councilwoman Jordan for not playing backroom politics with the people’s trust.  She listened to the citizens and understood the increasing stress/anxiety this issue was causing to many homeowners.  In an unusual sort of way, recycled wastewater was already causing health problems.  Ms. Jordan clearly put principles over politics, demonstrating true leadership.

Vice Mayor Jeff Ira acknowledged that water supply demands coming from new commercial and residential developments were placing pressure on the council to find other possible ways to deliver water, including mandatory use of recycled wastewater on private property.  The passage of Ms. Jordan’s motion went a long way to easing tensions brought about by this potential mandate.

On a very positive note Vice Mayor Jeff Ira additionally acknowledged that he too was seeing the stress on the citizens over the matter.  He voiced his hope that by supporting Ms. Jordan’s motion the local citizens would take the time to become more involved and would help the council in developing a final, citywide water plan.

The Safewater Coalition is committed to working with and helping The Redwood City Council become a leading source for information to help develop statewide guidelines for cities throughout California, as ways to meet demands for more water are established.  A major step was taken with the passage of Colleen Jordan’s motion.  Further, The Safewater Coalition will continue to seek the state legislature’s involvement and support in codifying the process.
