                On June 9th the Redwood City Council will move the process forward on making a very important decision on the use of recycled wastewater.  What makes this meeting so very important is that it should have occurred earlier last year.  The poor effort by the city in seeking and allowing for public input has been the driving force behind this meeting.  It is indicative of the real and deepening communication problem between the citizens and

their elected city council officials regarding the proposed and expanded use of recycled wastewater throughout Redwood City.

                The strongest evidence of this is the creation of The Safewater Coalition, a local grassroots activist group representing over 15,000 Redwood City residents, and by

percentage a large voting block of the local citizenry. The City Council can no longer put the financial needs of developers over the potential environmental damage to Redwood City and the health of its citizens.


This coming Monday, June 9th at the Redwood City council meeting The

Safewater Coalition has arranged for experts to be at the meeting.  They will present evidence of the health concerns long known but minimally acknowledged by city staff.


Even State Assemblyman Joe Simitian has been made aware of the goal of

Safewater Coalition – to develop a statewide task force that will work to establish a communication process for local communities to follow as they explore the possible use of recycled wastewater in their respective communities.   The key element of this process

would be a complete plan for communicating to residents about the issues related to the use of recycled wastewater as a water source.  Until now, Assemblyman Simitian was unaware of the depth of the local problem.


It is critically important for all citizens who care about their Health and the health of their families to be there and voice a loud protest against what can only be described as a seriously flawed process.  Those who are concerned about the potential damage to

environmentally sensitive areas of Redwood City for the sake of new commercial

developments also need to be there.
