RSOA RECYCLED WATER RESOLUTION, MAY 1, 2003

 REGARDING THE PROPOSED USE OF RECYCLED WATER

IN THE REDWOOD SHORES NEIGHBORHOOD
OF THE CITY OF REDWOOD CITY

Whereas, Redwood Shores Owners Association (RSOA) is the Master Home Owners Association of a Master Planned Community in the Redwood Shores neighborhood of Redwood City; and,
Whereas, RSOA is comprised of 3,928 residential housing unit members (approximately 10,000 residents) made up of 807 rental apartments and 3,121 owned homes (104 Heron Court homes and 3,017 homes within 25 Junior Home Owners Associations); and,
Whereas, RSOA is governed, managed, and represented by a Board of Directors duly elected and authorized by its membership in accordance with its Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&R's) and By-Laws; and,
Whereas, the purpose of RSOA is to optimize the residential quality of life within its Master Planned Community, including helping to assure the health, safety and welfare of all residents; and,
Whereas, the staff of the City of Redwood City is advising the City Council to consider the use of recycled water in the Redwood Shores neighborhood; and, 
Whereas, current health and safety standards for recycled water do not address all known or suspected potential negative human health impacts of many of the chemicals and other pollutants in today's recycled water; and,
Whereas, while there may be acceptable risk uses for recycled water, such as in industrial, commercial, and agricultural settings, there currently is too little empirical evidence and too much uncertainty regarding the potential risks to humans of prolonged or recurring contact with recycled water; and,
Whereas, even voluntary use of recycled water in areas of potential prolonged or recurring human contact potentially imposes involuntary risks of exposure;
Now, therefore, be it resolved, that Redwood Shores Owners Association is opposed to the use of recycled water in the Redwood Shores neighborhood, whether mandatory or voluntary, in areas of potential prolonged or recurring human contact, including, but not limited to, lawns in public use areas such as parks, playgrounds, greenbelt easements, home owners association common areas, schools, libraries, places of worship, dining areas, day care centers, shopping centers, hotels, offices, and community centers, as well as in or on all private residential property of the Redwood Shores neighborhood; and,
 Be it further resolved, that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the City Manager, the City Clerk, and each Member of the City Council of the City of Redwood City.
