Our toilets' flushes to the sewage plant -- and the City Council wants this to come back to our children's parks and playgrounds? 

Might as well add a little chlorine in the toilet and pipe it to the lawn. We have sick people and people with rare diseases. Do we need to expose ourselves and our children to such effluent? The toxins and (radioactive) waste that's in the Bay? 

Wake up, Redwood City! Don't let the council meddle with your health. 

And what about devalued property? Would you move here if you knew there was recycled wastewater in the parks and playgrounds? 

Let us not accept this nonsense for the sake of developers. Let us make our decision known at the voting booth.
