Safewater Coalition would like to make its position clear on recycled water project.
When we hear of very large sums of money being spent on projects that will bring the recycled water project closer to reality we worry that having spent the money, the Council may see no alternative except to force use of recycled water on our neighborhoods.  
As our group has already stated we do not oppose recycled water being used in appropriate places such as the industrial, highways, cemeteries and golf courses.  But we opposed recycled water being used in INappropriate places, such as the front yards, parks, playgrounds, schoolyards, indoor toilets, air-conditioning, and cooling towers. 

Not only do my colleagues and I worry when we see the project going ahead as though our submissions have been ignored but we are also unhappy to always seem to be in opposition to your every move.  

If we could be assured that the recycled water would not be used on private yards, front yards, parks, playgrounds, schoolyards, it would be a great relief and we could join the Council's efforts to extend our water supply.  If we knew that the pipeline is to be used as to reach the Harbor area and the main part of the city and is not part of a plan to move into our neighborhoods, we would feel much better disposed to it.  
I hope this will make our position clear and you will understand that we are not completely negative. 

Again, in respect to health concerns, Councilwoman Colleen Jordan made a most important point on Jan. 27 City Council meeting, right after Mr. Tom Cronin's speech under Oral Communication, that DES(diethyl stilboestrol) was used for a worthy purpose and only after many children in the next generation developed cancer were side effects recognized.
