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A 24 year old gym junkie presents to the orthodontist with a Class I malocclusion and a congenitally missing upper right permanent lateral incisor. She has no other restorations but wears a tongue stud and has recently sheared the palatal cusp off her 25 which, at times is now causing her extreme sensitivity/pain. The treatment plan is to have the 25 treated by her GP, move the upper right canine posteriorly and fill the gap with an endosseous implant. She will require a full band-up.


Prior to the placement of the bands, it is also recommended that she have her 4 wisdom teeth removed. The lower eights are horizontally impacted. She is referred to an oral surgeon who is going to do the extractions in the surgery under local anaesthetic. She already has an OPG.

a) List the likely orthodontic appointments that this patient may require for the band-up and describe what happens at each appointment.



b) Discuss why an endosseous implant might be the preferred choice in this case.



c) For the 25, describe what tests might be performed to determine the necessary treatment.



d) The oral surgeon is going to extract the 18 and 48 at the first appointment. List the instruments and materials you would prepare for this procedure.



e) Outline the surgical post-operative instructions for this patient.


In addition to the above scenario:
f) Discuss the various classes of malocclusion.


g) Describe the difference between active and passive appliances and give an example of each.


h) List the components of a fixed appliance.

i) Explain the differences between implants, bridges and partial dentures.

j) Discuss the advantages/disadvantages of a bridge over a partial denture. 
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
