· Will not steal

· Will not kill their children

· Will not utter slander

· Will not intentionally forge falsehood

· Will not disobey Prophet Muhammad

· To spend their money in the cause of Islam (give sadaqah).

· To defend (or fight for) the Prophet from anything you defend your spouses and children (this includes fighting your relatives)

By taking this pledge, this means that the new Muslims are sacrficing all they have for the sake of Islam, including wealth, property, and their lives.  The Prophet promised those who observed these precepts Paradise.
