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Persecution of the Muslims

At the beginning of the ______th year of the call, the polytheists resorted to physical abuse of the Prophet (and many attempts to kill him) and the Muslims after seeing that their mocking/ridiculing had failed. Some examples of the torture:

Migration (or Hijra) to Abyssinia, present-day:

When the torture worsened in the ______th year, the Prophet permitted his followers to seek assylum in Abyssinia whose king, _______________________ was Christian and was known to be fair and just.

The Makkans found out that a group of the Muslims migrated to Abyssinia so they sent twoof their men with gifts to bribe the king to return the Muslims to Makkah, but the king refused until he heard from the Muslims themselves about their religion. The Boycott 

Abu Talib feared for Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) b/c of the attempts by Quraish to kill him so he gathered all his relatives (both believers and non-believers) to defend his nephew.  Quraish decided to boycott whoever protected the Prophet until he was given up to them to be killed.  They were confined in an isolated area outside of Makkah.  Some of the boycott measures included: no business dealings, no inter-marriage, no food and other needs would reach them.
