SPRING IS COMING!!

It is not too early to start thinking ahead and putting some

plans into action. Remember last year’s plant sale for St. Vin-

cent de Paul? Well, we are planning another one this spring, and 11
we are hoping that it will be bigger and better than last year.
Last year, if you remember, we raised a little over $1000 for
the work of the St. Vincent de Paul Society, and we would like
to help again this year. \vj
Everyone is invited to contribute to the sale. If you have a green thumb, now is the
time to put it to work. Start those cuttings rooting, get some of the seedlings
started, plan ahead on ways that you can contribute to the sale. There are already at
least 75 geranium plants started, with maybe about 60 new geranium seedlings pop-
ping up out of the ground. The geraniums, of all varieties, were a big hit last year. If
your plants need a haircut to get them bushing out, don't throw the clippings away.
Put them in a glass of water! If you are into seeding perennials and want to contrib-
ute some seedlings, they would be more than welcome. Houseplants are an item that
was in short supply last year, so if you want to start some houseplant cuttings, now is
the time. Anything you can contribute will add to the success of the sale. We plan to
make it more of a fair atmosphere this year, with some lawn chairs, coffee and per-
haps a doughnut or two and lots of opportunity to browse, schmooze and get some
plant material for your summer enjoyment.

STEWARDSHIP

In the last issue, we looked at Mary as a model of Stewardship; she exercised stew-
ardship in giving of herself, her life, to God out of love and gratitude, to do God's
work.

In Jesus, we have the supreme teacher of stewardship, which he accomplished
through his self-emptying and doing the will of the Father. His mission was to re-
store to its original state the created household of God which sin had disrupted. Je-
sus not only fulfills the task given him by the Father, but then he calls disciples and
empowers them to collaborate with him in the work of redemption for themselves
and on behalf of others.

In describing the way of life of the disciples, Jesus gives very concrete examples
and expectations; the Beatitudes and the rest of the Sermon on the Mount beauti-
fully describe the life-style of the Christian disciple (Mat. 5:3 - 7:27)

Jesus sometimes describes the life of the disciple in terms of stewardship because
this role sheds a certain light on discipleship. A steward is one to whom the owner of
the household turns over responsibility for caring for the property, managing affairs,
making resources yield as much as possible and sharing the resources with others.
The position involves trust and accountability. A parable near the end of Matthew's
gospel gives us insight into Jesus’ message (Matt. 25:14-20; the man who goes on a
journey and gives silver talents to three of his servants). In the parable, the silver
talents represent all temporal and spiritual goods, which are created by and come
from God. Everything we have, spiritual gifts like faith, hope and love, talents of
body and brain, cherished relationships with family and friends, material goods, the
achievements of human intellect and skill, all of creation. All of these are entrusted
to us, for our own good and for the good of the created world and all of humanity.
The question for us is this: how do we use these gifts, have we shared them with
others, have we used them to assist those around us, have we been faithful disciples
of Jesus and used the gifts to collaborate with Jesus in the work of redemption, of
building the kingdom. For Jesus, the right use of our gifts includes and requires that
they be used to serve others. Our vocation as disciples requires us to use the
“talents” God gives us for ourselves and for others, following the example of Jesus.

CONGRATULATIONS, REV. MR. VENERANDO SABACAN

On Monday, January 8, 2007, the parish community of Notre Dame in Dawson Creek
welcomed visitors as we gathered to celebrate the ordination of Venerando Sabacan
to the Order of Deacons. Bishop Gerald Wiesner led us in the celebration, and in his
homily reminded us that a cleric is like a fisherman - called to be patient, to know the
habits, to read the environment and conditions and to know what approach to use. It
was indeed a joyful celebration of the parish community and the diocesan church, and
we give thanks to God for the generous response of Vener to God's call to serve our
community of faith. We at St. Mary's, where Vener spent several months last year,
extend our congratulations to Vener and pray that God will bless him abundantly in

MINISTRIES IN OUR COMMUNITY: PARISH PASTORAL COUNCIL

The Parish Pastoral Council is an institution that was developed after the Second
Vatican Council. While it was strongly suggested that each diocese should have a pas-
toral council, composed of lay and clerical members, to assist the bishop in the pas-
toral governance of the diocese, nothing was mentioned directly about pastoral coun-
cils for parishes. The idea of the Parish Pastoral Council was developed by various
conferences of bishops after the Vatican Council in response to many of the ideals
and ideas put forth by the Council documents on Church, faith, the role of the laity
and of the clergy. As such, Parish Pastoral Councils are a relatively new institution in
the church. In the past, parishes were encouraged to have some advisory groups, but
their function and role was very narrow and they were not often implemented.

The Pastoral Council, as envisioned by the bishops of Canada, is composed of lay mem-
bers of the parish, selected from the parish, and representative of the parish. It is
suggested that the group be kept fairly small, 6 to 10 members, in order that it can
function smoothly and efficiently. The Council is not a gathering of representatives
of various interest groups in the parish (for example, the Knights of Columbus,
Catholic Women's League, Altar Guild, Religious communities, Third Order groups,
etc.) Rather, the members are selected from the parish at large and represent the
parish as a whole.

The role of the Parish Pastoral Council is to collaborate with the
pastor and pastoral ministers in the ministry to the parish. The
Council, along with the pastor and any pastoral staff, takes the
time to listen to the needs of the members of the community, to
reflect on the life and pastoral needs of the community, plans ap-
propriate pastoral action to respond to the needs identified, seeks
the assistance of others in putting the pastoral plan into action,
evaluates the programs and initiatives and continues the whole process of reflection
and planning. The Council in many ways, models what it means to be a community of
faith. Part of the ministry of the Council is to build community among the members,
to pray together, to study and learn together, to develop bonds and relationships and
to grow together in faith. The reflection and planning are done in a spirit of collegial-
ity and collaboration, by consensus rather than making motions and voting. In this
way, all members are involved in shaping the final decisions and can thus take owner-
ship of the decisions and plans that are made. No one is forced to be on the outside,
the losing side, but all contribute to the work that is done. While this may seem a bit
more cumbersome, in the end it is what community is all about, and teaches us how to
work together for the building of the kingdom. To be part of the Parish Pastoral
Council is to use one’s gifts for the benefit of all the members of the community, to
help build a strong and vibrant community that is able to witness to the faith in our
daily living.

REMEMBER THE LISTENING CENTRES?

The Listening Centres are small, neighbourhood faith-sharing groups
that were set up during the Oblate Parish Mission in the Fall of /J
2005. 1t was hoped that these groups would continue to function
after the Mission, but most have not.

There is a small group of people in the parish who would like to get a
listening centre going on a bi-weekly basis, but they would like more members to be
involved. The plan is that the group would meet at the rectory in one of the meeting
rooms.

DAILY PROPHET: HAGGAI

Can you imagine the joy and enthusiasm of the Jews as
they were finally released from their Exile in Babylon??
They had been languishing there for almost 50 years, and
finally they were allowed to return home! There must have
been a run on camels and donkeys, as everybody tried to
pack up and head out the door as quick as possible. Well...
it might not have gone quite like that! Let's face it, most
of the Jews who were going back to Judah had been born in Babylon. They didn't
know anything else. Babylon was a bustling city, with a vibrant cultural scene. The
best of the best imports came here. You could get silk and spices for next to nothing.
And now, they were finally allowed to go “home”. A home that very few of them could
remember, or had even seen. A home that was one of the rural backwaters of the
Persian Empire. A home that had been thrashed quite soundly when they left in 589.
Despite these obstacles, some Jews did return home to Judah, in dribs and drabs.
The first group to return found a land that was in ruins. There was no Temple. There
were no city walls around Jerusalem. There were also inhabitants living in the land.
Not everyone had been hauled off into Exile, and the ones that had been left behind
had helped themselves to the best plots of land and the best hovels and huts that
remained standing. And these people were not exactly overjoyed to see the plump
Exiles returning to “their” land.

But the returning Exiles buckled down. The began to rebuild the Temple and tried to
rebuild their lives. The foundation of the Temple was laid, but then other things got
in the way... like eking out a living in land that is harsh at the best of times. They had
to deal with droughts and imminent famine. They really didn't have time to build a
Temple, when they were barely living hand to mouth. Not to mention dealing with the
locals who were questioning everything that was being done. And then there were the
Samaritans up north who weren't exactly helping matters.

By the year 520, they had been in the land for almost two decades, and they hadn't
done a heck of a lot. Another group of exiles, led by the Davidic prince Zerubbabel
came back from Exile around this time, and things began to pick up a little bit. The
prophet Haggai stirred the pot as well. His ministry only lasted about 4 months, but
he certainly lit a fire under the Jews! The Jews were complaining that things were
going badly for them: famine, drought, squabbling. They didn't have time to worry
about the Temple. But Haggai tells them that it is because they have neglected the
re-building of the Temple that they are suffering now. He reassures them that the
promises of Yahweh will come to pass, but that they need to do their part! He also
encourages them to anoint Zerubbabel as their king to lead them. With this encour-
agement, and under Zerubbabel,s leadership, the Jews manage to re-build the Tem-
ple by the year 515 BCE. And they managed this despite the grumbles of the old-
timers who compared it with the majesty of Solomon’'s Temple. “Now, when I was a
boy, we had a “real” temple. 1t wasn't a shack like this new-fangled thing. We really
knew how to build them big back then. The younger generation just can't do anything
right. We did it better.” Apparently nay-sayers exist in every time and place!
