General Information
1.  The registration form should be completed and turned in with registration fees at check-in. NOTE!  Registration with payment of $15.00 per Scout and Leader should be made at the Old Hickory Council Office no later than Friday, November 2nd, 2007.  If received after November 2nd, 2007 then the cost will be $17.00 per Youth and Adult. 
**2.  Saturday lunch provided for registered Scouts and Adult leaders which includes 2 Hot dogs and bag of chips. (BEVERAGES ARE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF INDIVIDUAL TROOPS)   Additional hot dogs will be for purchase of $1.00 each and a bag of chips for .25 cents. **
3.  OFF THE GROUND FIRE-PITS will ONLY be Premitted, NO Fires built on the ground or in a hole. No standing or live trees should be damaged or cut. Troops are required to bring their own firewood if wanting to build a fire.     
4.  Units should bring containers of water for their Troops transporting water to your campsite.

5.  Port-a-Jons will be available.  Jomeokee Park is allowing the Salem District to use their campground at no charge as long as NO ONE uses the bathhouse.  Please help us respect the owners’ wishes.

6.  Parking will be in designated areas only.  You will be permitted to drive your vehicle into the camping area to only unload and load on Friday and Sunday morning only.
7.  Leaders should have current Class I medical forms for all members of the troop present.

8.  No troop, crew or pack may leave the Camporee on Sunday morning until your campsite is inspected by the Camporee staff.

9.  Class A uniforms are required for a flag ceremonies and the campfire ceremony.  Class B uniforms are permitted for the rest of the weekend.

10.  All trash must be removed from the campsite on Sunday morning. 

 If you pack it in, be prepared to pack it out!

11.  Remember, the weather is unpredictable.  Be prepared for wind, sun, rain, or cold.

12. Visitors: The Cook-Off is open to visitors. They are welcome to view the campsites as well as the other activities, including the campfire.

13. The Camporee site will be available on Friday, November 30 after 6 pm. Just follow the map to the campsite, a Camporee staff member will be there to help you get oriented and into a great campsite. 

14.  NO PETS OF ANY KIND ARE ALLOWED AT SCOUTING EVENTS.
