Since the first Sayawan and Kasayahan Show in August 2004, Samahang Kapatid has an even more expanded repertoire, including the crowd-favorite Maglalatik and Pandanggo sa Ilaw and the newly revived rural dances  Itik-Itik and Salakot featuring our newest dancers.  These dances, along with some of the most-requested dance numbers at private parties and receptions namely Mazurka Boholana. Kapa Malong Malong, Katzudratan and Tinikling, will highlight the Sayawan at Kasayahan II.
Samahang Kapatid, Illinois is a Filipino-American Youth Group (a not for profit organization) based in the western suburbs of the Chicago area.  Founded in 1999, its goal is to preserve and promote the Philippine cultural heritage through folk dancing, music, language and songs.  It aims to foster awareness and appreciation of the Philippine culture by performing and/or participating in multicultural festivals, community-sponsored events, schools, churches, and social events.  

Now on its sixth year, the group currently includes 40 active members/dancers between the ages of 5 and 18 as well as 20 alumni members. 2005 marks the first year that  Samahang Kapatid  went beyond the Illinois border, having gotten back from a series of well-applauded performances in Florida during its FLORIDA TOUR OF SPRING 2005 (Disneyworld in Orlando, Philfest in Tampa and Tropicana Plant and Boys & Girls Club in Bradenton).  Last June 19th,  Samahang Kapatid  was one of the featured performers at the Asian Moon Festival in Milwaukee, Wisconsin.  

The group of young performers awed the audience at all these performances; the organizers of all four events had already extended invitations for return engagements in 2006.  Most recently,  Samahang Kapatid  participated in the Taste of Westmont, Skokie Festival of Cultures, Asian American Festival and the  Philippine Independence Day celebration at the Daley Plaza in Chicago, and later in a private reception hosted by Chicago Mayor Richard M. Daley.  
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
