(1) Build your scale using the units you need (m, g, or L), in this case it will be in m

(2)   Place the decimal point on the original unit (in this case cm)

(3)  Place the numbers in the spaces in between the units 

                  ONLY ONE NUMBER IN EACH SPACE

(4)   Move the decimal point to the unit we need to calculate (In this case, from cm to Km)

(5)   DO NOT MOVE THE NUMBERS, you only need to move the decimal point.

(6) The answer will be 0.000035 Km or .000035 Km. do not forget the units
