



 






Water Pollution
In 1978, at the urging of Mayor Ed Koch, New York City became one of the first cities in the nation to institute a law informally known as a "pooper-scooper law." New York's dog population density was so high that walking in the park had become unpleasant, and even treacherous. The new law required that owners clean up after their pets or face fines of up to $100.
The initial reason for this action was cleaning up the local walkways, but the law provided a second very important benefit — cleaning up local waterways! Dog waste that is left on the ground washes, lakes, and streams with the next rainfall. This leads to bacterial and nutrient pollution. One medium-sized city with a lake in the downtown area recently estimated that over a thousand pounds of dog waste washed into the lake EACH DAY, and over HALF A MILLION pounds each year. 

Types of Water Pollution

In this activity, you will examine different types of water pollution and examples of each.

3) Choose Nutrient as the type of water pollution. 

a) Describe why nutrient pollution is a concern in regions with a great deal of agriculture. 
































b) In what ways might nutrient pollution have a similar effect on a body of water as sediment pollution? 













































4) Choose Bacterial as the type of water pollution. What are some common sources of bacterial pollution?

a) What type(s) of water pollution did the farmer using pesticides cause? 






b) Research (optional): Find out what crops are common in your area and what crops they are commonly rotated with. 











































c) Research (optional): Food that is labeled as "organic" is becoming more popular. Find out what "organic" means. 












































4) Read Real world example 4. 
a) What type(s) of water pollution did clearing the land for the movie theater cause?





b) The developers of this property made a good decision when they built a silt fence at the low side of the property. How might they have further reduced the likelihood of sedimentary pollution?

a) What type(s) of water pollution did the man who improperly disposed of oil and antifreeze cause?



b) Research (optional): What is the safest way to dispose of used oil and antifreeze? What procedures should be used? 











































6) Read Real world example 6. 

a) What type(s) of water pollution did the owners of the lakefront house cause?





b) Research (optional): What types of plants are recommended to prevent soil erosion, but that would also allow a view of the lake for these homeowners?

a) What type(s) of water pollution did the house painters cause? 







b) Why might these homeowners just want to keep their extra paint, rather than dispose of it? 














































8) Read Real world example 8. 

a) What type(s) of water pollution did the residents who consumed a great deal of water cause?



b) Consider your family's water consumption habits. In what ways could you better conserve water in your home? 












































c) Research (optional): How many gallons of water are consumed each time you flush a toilet?



d) How many gallons of water are used each time you run a dishwasher?






e) How many gallons of water are used during a shower (per minute)? 







9) Read Real world example 9. 

a) What type(s) of water pollution did the excess cardboard packaging lead to?




 

b) Over a period of a week or so, pay close attention to the packaging that consumer products, including groceries, come in. Identify the three most extreme cases of excessive packaging. How would you suggest reducing the amount of packaging used? 






















































10) Read Real world example 10. 

a) What type(s) of water pollution did the developer cause? 







b) Research (optional): Some communities have laws defining the amount of "impervious cover" that a piece of property can have. This refers to the percent of the property on which water cannot sink into the soil. Buildings and paved parking areas are examples of impervious cover. Find out if your community has any such requirements and what they are.

b) Research (optional): Find out what are the components of some popular lawn fertilizers. What types of pollution might overuse of these products contribute to?

b) Research (optional): Research and describe the basic structure and components of a home septic system. 
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
