	amnesia
	inability to remember things



	analgesia
	pain relief without producing anesthesia



	anesthesia
	absense of normal sensation



	anesthesiologist
	a licensed physician educated and skilled in the delivery of anesthesia who also adds to the knowledge of anesthesia through research or other scholarly pursuits



	anesthetist
	a qualified RN, dentist, or physician who administers anesthetics



	general anesthesia
	involves unconsciousness,  complete insensibility to pain;  amnesia;  motionlessness;  and muscle relaxation.



	orthostatic hypotension
	having a large drop in blood pressure when sitting up or standing

	regional anesthesia
	a region of the body is temporarily rendered insensible to pain by injection of local anesthesia



	sedation
	a reduction of stress, excitement or irritability;  involves some degree of central nervous system (CNS) depression.



	synergism
	two or more agents working otgether to achieve more than either one could achieve alone.  

(different sedatives given in combination have a greater effect on the client than does any one of the sedatives given alone.)
