drug tolerance can occur
	not purely opiate but are partial opiates.  

These work either as analgesics or cause withdrawal from opiate agonists.
	called “pure opiate antagonist” bec. it has no effect of its own. Can just reverse CNS effects of opiate agonists, partial agonists & propoxyphene
	slight to moderate pain
	aspirin-like but don’t have anti-platelet function & have fewer side effects than aspirin.

	acetaminophen (tylenol)

- non-opiate, non-narcotic

  - has antipyretic & 

       analgesic properties

  - no antiinflammatory 

       properties 

	early withdrawal - restless, perspiration, gooseflesh, lacrimation (tears), runny nose, mydriasis (pupil dilation)

later withdrawal - 

fever, BP resp & HR up.

Assess & take baseline before giving.  HOLD if 

respiration below 12/min

Check prior use of analgesics.
	When used without prior administration. of opiate agonists, these opiate partial agonists are effective analgesics.

If an opiate partial agonist is administered to a patient addicted to an opiate agonist, the opiate partial agonist will cause withdrawals from the opiate agonist.
	can cause nausea/vomiting.
	coated aspirin is absorbed in intestines, not stomach.

take with food or milk
	
	monitor hepatotoxicity - 

- lab values PT AST ALT

  would rise w/jaundice

	Have Narcan (opiate antagonist) available for if respiratory problems occur

can cause constipation, nausea & vomiting, hallucinations, respiration down, tolerance, high abuse.
	can cause constipation, nausea & vomiting, hallucinations, respiration down, tolerance, high abuse.
	
	can cause GI bleeding

toxicity - tinnitis, impaired hearing or vision, sweating, fever, lethargy, dizziness, mental confusion, nausea and vomiting

 - No antidote, just stop admin. & wash out.
	
	very toxic to liver & kidneys

- Taking Tylenol with alcohol causes cirrosis of the liver.
