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Kingdoms


Animala--animals--mulit-cellular and rely on other organisims for food, most are capable of independent locomotion


Plantae--plants--able to produce their own food (photosynthesis), uncapable of independent locomotion


Protisia--single cells with nuclear membrane--protozans and some algae


Monera--single cells without nuclear membrane--bacteria and blue-green algae


Fungi--multi-celled, absorb food from other organisms, incapable of independednt locomotion--yeasts, molds, and mushrooms
