Team Mission:

1. Develop soccer players

2. Provide a safe and positive environment

Season Objectives:

1. Teach essentials, drill them into habits (passing, receiving, dribbling, kicking) 

2. Develop confidence with ball by maximizing ball touches

3. Teach field positioning, field awareness, moving without the ball

Coaching Philosophy

1. High energy/high intensity = high expectations = high performance

2. Teach, validate, practice, correct, demand 

3. Each player is different (talent, motivation, contribution)

a. Want and need parent feedback

Practices
1. Need to start on time!

2. Please notify me if player is going to miss practice - I do not expect perfect attendance just the courtesy!

3. Shin guards, ball, soccer shoes and water are mandatory

4. Provide feedback if a player is being picked on or otherwise not enjoying practices

5. Practices are where players learn and get better - games are for application and execution.

Games

1. Arrive ½ hour early
2. Please let me know in advance if a player can not be there
3. Parents are not allowed on the team side of field – CJSA rule
4. Support players with encouragement
5. Parents coaching from sidelines only confuses the players – do not distract them, let them focus on the game not on you
6. Absolutely no comments directed toward the referees
7. Only positive support from the sidelines
8. Playing time: club policy: 50% friendly, 25% league  
a. All games are friendly to me
b. Time in goal does not count!
c. Biggest impact on time in game is conditioning
i. Followed by effort and execution
