4.  How would you access the assignment page? You can start at www.csun.edu/taechang/classes/online/index.html and then follow the link to the assignments page.
5.  Will you be required to take quizzes and if so can you make up a quiz? Yes, quizzes will be given from 7-7:10 on the night of the quiz date.  (I missed if quizzes can be made up)
6.  When will your entire portfolio need to be uploaded by?  The portfolio will have to be uploaded onto the web site by 7 pm on the last day of class.
