In addition I like to mention that during my tenure in Leipzig University, Germany on 2000, I have selected or offered for postdoctoral fellowship (ICSC- World Laboratory in Switzerland (http://www.worldlab.ch) position from one of Nobel Prize Winner Prof. Kai M. B. Siegbahn who got Nobel Prize on Physics in 1981 and executive director of World Laboratory in Lausanne, Switzerland and working in Uppsala University, Sweden but I declined the offer at that time.
The Chemistry department of Leipzig University had couples of Nobel Prize Winners in my field where I used to work as a Postdoctoral Research Fellow (See attached Resume). 
The President of World Laboratory Prof. Antonino Zichichi and other member’s of executive committee (Prof. Siegbahn) made selection for this award after review my scientific achievement and resume. This is one kind of my extra ordinary achievement in the field of Surface and Material Sciences (Electronic Structure of matter in Symbiosis with Electron Spectroscopy which can used extensively in determining chemical and metallic compounds from different sources including hazardous waste). 

There are five Noble Prize Winners are involved with world Laboratory and reputed and recognized other world scientists also in the field of surface and material sciences.

World Laboratory Structure



Since the basic principles of the World Laboratory are freedom and a minimum of bureaucracy, it is organised in a way that avoids the burdens of an overly centralised administrative structure. Each participating country or organisation directly handles its own contribution to the World Laboratory project implemented in its area. 

The ICSC - World Laboratory is managed by the President, who reports to the General Assembly and who relies on the Executive Committee to set the overall policies of the Organisation. Various scientists are appointed by the President to become members of the President's Office and serve in an advisory capacity. The Scientific Committee advises him on the selection of projects and Project Directors. The Project Directors' Committee handles coordination between various projects. The General Secretariat, based in Lausanne, includes central administrative, financial, organisational and control services under the supervision of the Secretary General.
