H. B. E. of Saskatoon Science and History Fair Guidelines

The purpose of the H. B. E. of Saskatoon Science and History Fair is to provide an opportunity for students to display their creativity, work and thinking process skills acquired in their studies. It is an event to spark the interest of all students about the different areas of study that they can pursue in the future.  This year along with the annual Science Fair we have including a History Fair that will provide an opportunity for students to present their history projects in a full and educational environment.  

General Guidelines
1. This fair is open to all Home School students in the Saskatoon and surrounding area. 
2. Each student may choose to enter a science project, a history project, or both. 
3. Science Fair projects can either be a Non-experimental projects (such as dinosaurs) or Experimental projects (such as creating a working model of a volcano – in case of an accident or mess, clean-up is the responsibility of the participate.)  
4. History Fair projects can be any project that involves any aspect of history the student is interested in (such as Ancient History, Canadian History, and so on).
5. Registration deadline:   Feb. 23, 2006.  An entrance fee of $2/participate will apply (after Feb. 23 registration fee is $3/entry.)  The registration fee will help cover the cost of location, ribbons & incidental expenses.   
6. The Fair will be held on Thursday, March 9, 2006 at the Cosmo Civic Centre (3130 Laurier Drive) in the Studio room on the 2nd floor.  Set up for exhibits will begin at approximately 5:00 PM -  5:15 PM.  The Fair will have Guest Viewing from  5:15 PM to 7:45 PM, Friday. 
7. There will be a food concession stand available for a juice, coffee, hotdogs, and deserts for a nominal fee. 
8. All entrants will be given a participation ribbon and a certificate of participation for each subject area they have entered. (Someone who entered in only the History Fair or Science Fair will receive only one ribbon and certificate for either the science portion or history portion, but someone who had entered in both the History and Science Fair will receive a ribbon and certificate from each fair.)
