 Planning for the fall:

I know most of us are looking forward to the summer and are beginning to wrap up our studies for this year.  Looking ahead to the fall I am eager to plan some collaborative activities for my children. Here are some of the ideas I have to share:
1. A weekly internet tech lesson that you can access from home with your children (approx. 90 min).  (Cost~$20per child for the whole year, just to keep the on-line component up and running.)These sessions are themed and help your children learn to navigate the web, do research, and possibly build your own websites. I have access to an online classroom environment so we would have the opportunity to collaborate and explore together if that suits.  I am thinking 3 sessions monthly and a follow up field trip or group activity on the fourth week when possible.  Most of the sessions are already completed and split into 4 approximate levels: 1. Non and emergent readers (K-2), 2. Early readers (3-5), independent readers (6-8), advanced readers (9-12).  
Topics vary and cover a broad sampling of curriculum requirements in the social and natural sciences, math, health and language development.  I can meet with anyone who would like to know more in the 2nd week of June.  
 

 

 2. Open Floor Presentation Time:  A monthly or biweekly opportunity for our children to come together and share about their learning interests.  (Cost- $0) I have arranged a space, available in 3 hour chunks where we can take turns leading as families and give our children the time to practice their presentation and public speaking skills in a fun environment.  -A good way to tie up research projects, to teach a skill, or share a hobby etc. Again we could use themes, but I like the idea of this being student/family led.  The September time could be spent on some 'get to know each other games' and a talk about how to do research projects.
 3. Self – Defense lessons from the traditional arts of Ninjitsu from Japan. 10 weeks~ $50 or drop in rates possible for afternoon sessions starting in September. He will schedule class times  to suit our needs.  Ages 5-15.
