  This is intended to be a pre-preparatory program, which

may result in a prior learning assessment for the

certificate program.  This program also encourages

portfolio development in a fun and supportive environment.

Each class will finish with a group art exhibition.  The

young artists will experiment with a variety of media to

enable them to determine where they want to focus their

attention.  The program then branches off into areas of

specialization so that students can concentrate on one

area.

 

This 22 week course is once a week and runs from September

to April, set up as two terms, the final art exhibition

will be held at the end of the course in April.

Our Instructors vary according to the class.  Each come

with talent, content expertise and the love of teaching

kids and teens!
