Science:
1. Science Fair – A series of four 2-hour sessions preparing students grades 5-8 to enter Saskatoon Regional Science Fair. Topics include:

a. Finding a topic

b. Experimental design

c. Doing the experiment

d. Recording Results

e. Writing the report

f. Designing the display

g. Oral presentation skills
2. Chemistry – A 2-hour session for students grades 5-9. Topics include

a. Chemical and Physical change

b. Chemistry of water

c. Chemistry inquiries

d. Chemical reactions
e. Particle theory of matter

3. Physical Science – Grades 5-9 – 2 2-hour sessions
a. Force and motion

b. Friction

c. Newton’s Laws

4. Living and Working in Space – Grades 5-9 – I 2-hour session
5. Raising Butterflies – Grades 3-8 – One two hour session introducing participants to the possibilities for working with various species of butterflies and sources for butterfly larvae. May include the larvae and habitats at cost.
6. Structures and design – Grades 4-8 - 1
7. Robotics – Grades 4-8 – One 2-hour session
8. Simple Machines – grade 5-6 –  One 2-hour session
9. Forensics Grades 4-8 – 1 or more sessions to be determined.

10. Roller coasters Grades 4-8 – One 2-hour session

1. Picture books – a series of 4 2-hour workshops for grades 5-9
