“Life in a Bottle” Workshop 
Saskatchewan Science Centre


I have arranged for anyone interested in going to on a workshop at the Saskatchewan Science Centre on Friday, May 12, 2006 ~ I am running two workshops one starting at 1:00 p.m. and other at  2:00 p.m.
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“Life in a Bottle” is a workshop that consists of creating a portable garden ecosystem! Students will create their own ecosystems with sand, soil, live earthworms, and real plants in a 2-litre pop bottle. Everyone will also learn the components of soil and end the session by eating some incredible edible mud!  The Workshop lasts about 45 minutes, so one group will go into the workshop, while the other group sees the Discovery Floor, and then they will switch, so every one gets into the workshop and everyone can see the Discovery Floor.  On the Discovery Floor, you will get to see the Northern Jaws – Sharks of Canada exhibit.  Within this exhibit, visitors will learn about all the species of shark in Canada. They can even enter a shark cage, put on gloves and try to guess the name of four shark species!  You can also visit The SGI Street Rally exhibit that will take your child on a unique and fun-filled journey to discover the basic rules and science of road safety!  SGI Street Rally is a permanent exhibit geared toward children age six to twelve years. As part of the exhibit, young drivers who safely complete their roadway journey will receive a “SGI Street Rally Safe Driver” button.  Along with all the other exciting exhibits that can be seen on the Discovery Floor.  

COST:  Workshop cost is $2.25 per student PLUS the admission into the Science Centre.  All materials except pop bottles are supplied. Therefore, each student participating in the workshop needs to bring a 2 litre pop bottle with him or her to the Science Centre.
(Admission to Science Centre:  ages six and up is $4.25; ages 4 - 5 is $2.00; and under three FREE!     If you have a Science Centre Membership the cost is FREE!  The admission cost for parents (adults) is on a ratio system.   Therefore, it all depends on number of students that are going.  When I know how many are coming, I can tell you how much it will cost for parents will be to come.  In addition, if an adult has a membership the cost is FREE!)
If there is an interest, I could try to arrange a bus to transport families to Regina for the day.  

There is a maximum of 25 children in each workshop (for 50 children in all).  So SPACE IS LIMITED.  So please register early as to not be disappointed.
