Shotts and Kilsyth have met on 55 occasions, Shotts winning 31 matches and
Kilsyth 13. Shotts have scored 127 times and Kilsyth 77. At Hannah Park
there have been 16 wins for the Bon Accord and six for Kilsyth along with six
draws with Shotts scoring 69 goals and Kilsyth 44. The teams first met here in
a West of Scotland second-round cup tie on 13 April 1963 (just after the great
freeze of that winter) and Kilsyth had obviously yet to thaw out as the Bon
Accord hammered home eight goals without reply. Archie Bryce scored only
two of them surprisingly.

The next encounter at Hannah Park was in 1969 when Shotts won 4-2 with
Archie getting three of them. In fact the teams met another twice in that year
and Shotts won 5-1 and 5-2 with Archie scoring two in the first and four in the
next. Just in case you might think he only did it at Hannah Park he also
scored a hattrick at Duncansfield in a 7-0 win the previous season.

It couldn't go like that of course and over the years Kilsyth have clawed
themselves back into it but the fact remains that they last won here on 11
September 1982. That was a league match and they won 3-1.

In the last two seasons of SuperLeague Premier Division football however it

has been very tight: one win to the Bon Accord and three draws. Purely in the
interests of balance, it looks like an away win today.

Two own goals have been reported and Shotts are the recipients of
both, by Steve McGregor in our last league at Glenafton and George Patterson
