  Once you have finished your Music database…


Create a second table, use these fields: Album and Album Cover.  The Data Type for Album Cover will be OLE Object.  

When you are asked for a “Primary Key”, PRESS NO.
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Open Microsoft Paint; open each of your album pictures into MS Paint.  Resave the picture as “24-bitmap [*bmp.*.dbj]”.  We can only use pictures save in the bitmap format.  Once you have resaved all your pictures, you should have 2 copies in your folder.  One will be in jpeg format and the other in bmp format.

Then in your new table, right click in the space where the picture will go, scroll down to Insert object.  Choose Create from File and click Browse.  Find the BITMAP image and double click.  This will insert the image into the table.

Start a Query in design view.  Add both tables to the query.  Click on album field in one box and drag to the other table.  This will draw a line between the two tables, showing a relationship between your tables.  Place at least 4 fields (Album Cover and Album must be used.) and in alphabetical order.  Create and save query.  From the new query create a form and report.  Use all fields and alphabetical order.
