Sources of Information

For recommended web sites, go to the school Home Page at http://www.hbdupont.redclay.k12.de.us/
Click on 
Library - HBMS Library Resource Center Wiki.  (This site does not have links for computer scientist.  Maybe you can help supply information for a new category.)
You may search for others, but if you use information from them you must add them to the Wiki and answer at least three of the Five W’s to prove that the information is reliable.  

Five W’s

1. Who wrote this page and how are they an expert?

2. What is the purpose – to give information?  (If the purpose is to sell something or persuade you to believe something then the information will be biased.)

3. When was it created or updated?  (The information may be out of date.)

4. Where does the information come from?  (Look for a Bibliography of sources.)

5. Why is the information useful for this topic?
How to sign up for Wikispaces so that you can add sites you have found.
1. Click on this link: http://www.wikispaces.com/ and follow the instructions to join.

2. Write down your username and password so you will not forget it.

3. Go to the page where you would like to add information and click Edit This Page.

4. Do NOT erase anything that is already on the page.

5. Click Save when you are done.

Writing Your Bibliography

1.  The UDLibSEARCH databases give you the bibliographic citation for their articles, usually at the end.  Select MLA format, copy and paste.  

OR

2.  Write your own – it’s easy!  

· Authors’s name (last, first) – if you can’t find this, just leave it out.
· Title of web page or article (in quotes)

· Title of web site or organization responsible (underlined)

· Today’s date

· The url (web address)
Arrange these in a sentence or string, not on separate lines.

Here’s an example:

Eastman, Charles A. “Crazy Horse”.  Legends of America. 11/05/07  http://www.legendsofamerica.com/NA-CrazyHorse.html
OR

3.  Use a website that will format them for you, such as Citation Machine or EasyBib.  Remember to choose MLA style.
