1. At least 9 slides: Cover sheet, contact information, objective, work experience, education*, non-career related experience (skills & abilities), awards, hobbies, and references.  -  9 Points
2. Each slide thoroughly explains the information – ex.  H.B. DuPont Middle School, Hockessin, DE 19707, Attended 2004 – 2007.  -  10 Points
3. Each slide contains a picture or clip art to enhance the meaning of the slide. -  9 Points
4. Each page has its own distinct format (all slides for each category are different), font and color -   9 points
5. There must be a unique transition/entrance between each slide. –   9 points
6. Each slide should have a unique animation scheme (build).  -  9 points
7. At least 3 slides must have their own unique custom animation scheme – 9 points (3 pts each)
8. Each slide must have a sound effect.  -  9 points
9. There must be a cover page to introduce the slide show. – 3 points
10. There must be at least one (1) video clip (video clip must be in Mpeg or WMP format in order to play in power point) – 10 points.
11. There must be at least one (1) animated clip art. – 10 points
12. One (1) slide must contain YOUR picture. – 10 points
13. At least one (1) slide has another photo (not clip art). – 5 Points
14. You must have a hyperlinked word to a web page that either provides more information about you, your abilities, your H.S. or college, or your chosen career. - 5 Points
15. The resume is presented in a logical format and in chronological order. – 10 points
16. All of the elements are well presented and they are in a logical, readable format. – 9 points
17. There will be no spelling errors – 5 Points
18. Project is named correctly and saved in the Comp. Apps. Folder (Resume PP – last name).  – 5 Points
19. Saved in the correct drop box on time.  -   5 points
*Education slide should contain where you are planning to go to high school, college, and or graduate school (if needed), the address of each, and why (H.S. & College) you wish to attend.
