You will need to create a web page for a TEACHER at HB du Pont.  

Information you need on the page:  

· Name of the class and teacher,  (2 pts)

· Write the different areas covered in this class. (5 pts)

· Give all the projects the teacher may be doing this year.  (3 pts)

· List any special events (ex. field trips, Greco-roman night, geography bee). (2 pts)

· Give any club they may be advising. (2 pts)

· Links to website used by the class (homework links or information to help students and parents. (2 pts)

· HB E-mail address (2 pts)

· At least 3 pictures/graphics that apply to subject or teacher (Must be school appropriate!) (3 pts)
· ***BONUS*** Written permission to place teachers picture on website. ***BONUS*** (2 pts)
Coding you will need to include: 

-Label the window with the Teacher name you have chosen. Use the Head and Title tags. (2 pts)

- Use heading tags to separate the sections of your pages.  (4 pts)

- Include at least 2 Horizontal Ruled Line to separate the different areas of a web page.  (2 pts)

- Include at least 3 paragraphs (3 pts)

-LiVeN up you page! Make it so someone wants to see what you have done as well as the information on it. (5 pts)

- You need to use each Alignment tag:  align something to the left, in the center, and to the right.  (3 pts)

- Add Links to sites, which are appropriate for the subject, taught or recommended by teacher.

- Add pictures or graphics that are appropriate for the subject taught or recommended by teacher.  (2 pts)

- Add a comment to remind where you found pics/graphics for this class that will not appear in a web browser when the page is displayed.  (1 pts)

- Create an Ordered List of 4 items needed for this class.  (4 pts)

- Be sure to change the font of one paragraph to Impact, make it BOLD, change the color for the rest of the TEXT COLOR, and a different SIZE.  (4 pts)

- Change the color of the background and one heading  (2 pts)

- Create a link to be able to move from one area of the page to the e-mail section of the page.
