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I/O port is where you send information into  (keyboard) the computer and get info. Out (monitor) of the computer.





Battery is used to preserve the computer's clock's time, and your BIOS settings while the computer is turned off.





IDE cable these wires are used to transfer data between the motherboard and the drive(s).





Power cables The power cables supply power from the power supply to the drives.





Panel connector cables connect the front panel to the motherboard, like the on/off switch, reset button, and case speaker for examples.
