With Steve Armsworthy (‘02)

James Steven Armsworthy entered SBU in the fall of 2001 as a rusty junior college goalie from southern Maryland.  He arrived on his recruiting trip with only a straw hat and a sleeping bag.  He then became the next legendary keeper in SBU’s long history of prolific lacrosse goalies.  

Steve transferred from Catonsville CC where he was an All-Region Selection at goalie.  After two successful seasons at SBU, Steve is now in good company with previous SBU netminders, such as Greg Taylor (‘98) and Rob Serratore (‘92).  In 2001 Armsworthy finished with the best save percentage mark in the ECAC at .643; it also ranked fourth in the nation behind of Trevor Tierney of Princeton (.702), Pat McGinnis of Maryland (.668) and Kirk Howell of Notre Dame (.647).  

Steve quickly established a nickname right away in the spring of 2001- “Squirrel Man”.  The origin of this moniker came about in the showers after practice one day when his teammates realized how hairy his chest was.  It was so hairy, it almost rivaled the chest of Jeff Puglia (‘00), who once buzzed his chest and still looked like he was wearing a wool sweater. 

In 2002 Steve was named to the Preseason All America Team.  By the end of the season, he had compiled 15 career wins at SBU and a .604 career save percentage.  He was named to the 2002 North-South All Star Game as well as the 2002 America East All Tournament Team.  
Steve’s personal interests are simple- a lip full of K-bear and a good fishin’ rod.  That and hanging out in the Student Union and staring at sorority girls. 

Steve could not be reached for comment, as he was out fishing in Madagascar for the weekend.  I’m sure, though, had I reached him, it would have gone like this: “C’mon Barile now! C’mon!” (insert dirty southerner accent)

In The Spotlight

With Will Imhof (‘96)

You know, some people have said to me: “Hey Frank, for the first ‘In The Spotlight’ publication, why don’t you write about one of the most integral people to the Program in its 20 year history?”  I thought it a great idea, but found that it would be rude to write about myself in such a manner.  So, this month’s Stony Brook Lacrosse Alum in the spotlight is Willie Imhof (‘96).  

Bill played for Walt Whitman High School and came to SBU in 1993.  He was the first SBU laxer to receive a scholarship for his outstanding lacrosse skills.  This would become a benchmark in SBU Lacrosse history, where scholarships are now available for most players.  Because it is now the norm, we have been able to compete with similar programs and have improved as a result.  William would become captain of the team by his junior year.  

His senior year he registered 14 goals and 4 assists for a total of 18 points in 11 games.  In 1996 Billy was the third leading goal scorer on an offensively heavy team, which included other SBU alumni such as Courtney Wilson (‘96), Derek Reyna (‘96), Pete Gillen (‘96), and Chris Kollmer (‘96).  

The best highlight of his career as a laxer at SBU was being named 1996 Most Valuable Player.  Willie was named team captain for the second consecutive season.  He registered a hat trick against Colgate on the road on March 23, 1996.  In addition he netted a four-goal performance against Villanova at home on April 27th, 1996. Billy also proved to be a force on the ground, scooping up 44 ground balls in his senior year.  

Bill’s post-graduate resume is interesting as well.  After graduating in 1996, he earned his Secondary Education Teacher Certificate and became a substitute teacher.  He has been a childcare worker at the Hope for Youth Center.  He has coached lacrosse at Stimson Middle School and at various youth camps.  

Willie currently plays for Suffolk Lacrosse Club in the USCLA and has been on the team since 1997.  He also played for the New York Metro All Stars in 1998.  He was named Assistant Coach for Stony Brook Lacrosse in 1999 and coached for two seasons.  The only blemish on Will’s career was April 19th, 2003.  When Suffolk LC played Duke Tobay LC, I thoroughly dominated him in our 10-9 victory at SBU.  

Congratulations William Imhof, on a great career and a successful coaching stint.
