SHELTER CLOSING

There is a price to pay for location, location,
location. It is money and lots of it!

In mig-February, the ScarboroughvNorth York Branches of the
Ontario SPCA permanenty closed the doors of s shelter at 1244
Lawrence Avenue East. The shelir, which helped thousands of
abandoned and homeless pets over the past four years, could no
longer afford o operale at tha ocation.

Gurrent revenus could not support the shetter without
aggressive, ongoing funcraising, substantialcorporate backing and
other means of financil assistance. The shelter does not receive
govermment funding. Sheltering animals s expensive and adoption
fees alone do not cover he cost of housing, feeding, vetting,

vaccinating, microchipping and spaying or neutering
the animals,

When the sheter opened in November 1999,
expectations and hopes ware high for ts future. The
location was ideal and the shelter was clearty Visible.
and right along a 'main drag'. The Branches
Advisory Committse (BAC) folt confident the Ontario
SPCA had made the right move and that we could
make ends meet,

During the four years that the sheter was open, it
was successful in finding new homes for hundreds
of cats, dogs, rabbits, guinea pigs, gerbils, two
chickens and one pot-bellied pig. Sheltered animals recaived
knowledgeable and loving care from staff and volunteers so their
temporary stay with us was made as stress-free as possible.

As you read through this newsletter, you will note that we have
been actively raising funds to introduce a companion animal
fostering program. You will read about the launching of our Spay-A-
Stray campaign and a number of ofher infitives. We urge you to
‘continue your support and, if possible, to cansider becoming
involved in even just one of the iniiatives, events or fundraisers.

IN THE NAME OF T-BONE

Withrow Park Dog Owners' Association donates {0 the
Scarborough/North York SPCA in the name of T-Bone.

It was just four months ago in early February that lite T-bone a
Cavalior King Charles Spaniel died as a result of poisoning in
Withrow Park.

Atree planting and memorial service was held in Withrow Park
where Casey Conkin, co-chair of the Withrow Park Dog Owners'
Association, addressed the community gathering with words of
reflection and encouragement.

“On a Sunday evening in February, | started to recsive panicked
phone calls and e-mails about dogs becoming very sick from eating
Something in Withrow Park. Several dogs had gone to the
emergency dlinic - all ware serlously il - poison was suspected.

As o all know, T-Bone died later that day.

Afirestorm erupted in the community with dog ovners at the
centre of it~ replete with  ful-blown criminal investigation, press
conferences, autopsy results, crime scene tape, community.
mestings, a 6-foot fence and the media camped out on our
doorsteps. It was national — International — news. ft was surreal and
it threatened to pull this community apart. But that didn't happen.
Atter 6 weeks, an early thaw came to our rescue. The fence came
own and the story, as they say, lost ts legs. But what happened
here will be not forgotien — T-Bone is ot forgotten.”

Nancy Frankiin, funding coordinator for the dog owners'
‘association launched & memorial campaign in hopes of raising
enough funds to purchase a tree to plant in the park, in T-Bone's
memory. When Field & Stream Rescue Team offered to donate &
chestnut trae, the association decided to donate the already-raised
funds 1o the Scarborough/North York Branches of the Ontario SPCA.
