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SCARBOROUGH PUB DART LEAGUE 
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Scarborough Pub Dart League

Constitution 2007 – 2008

This league shall be known as SCARBOROUGH PUB DART LEAGUE, herein referred to as S.P.D.L.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

The Executive committee shall consist of President, 1st Vice-President, 2nd Vice-President, Treasurer, Statistician, Secretary and Rules Chairman.  All elected officials, except the President, will hold a term of One Year.  The Past President will sit for one year only in an advisory capacity with NO voting privileges.  The executive may appoint league members to assist the Committee.  Executive members MUST attend all Executive and Captains meeting.  All Executive members MUST assist with the general running of the League, and League events.  If a member of the Executive cannot or will not fulfil his/her duties, or who misses 50% of meetings (excluding the statistician) will be forced to step down and their position will be filled.  Any member, who has resigned from the Executive due to reasons beyond their control, will not have to wait one year to run again.  Any member who resigns from the Executive without sufficient reason may not be able to run for any position on the Executive for a minimum of Five Years.  The Executives can replace an Executive member who steps down or is asked to resign, with anyone to whom the entire Executive agrees upon, and only in the position that is open.  All decisions made by the Executives are final.
PRESIDENT

The President or his/her designate shall preside over all meetings.  The President ONLY votes in the event of a tie in Executive matters.  The President shall not vote unless required.  He/She shall hold a two-year term.  The President is a designate member to any and all committees, and in his/her absence may appoint a member of the Executives to represent him/her at such meeting.
1st VICE-PRESIDENT

He/She is responsible for organizing all league events, and shall assume the responsibilities of the President in his/her absence.  He/She shall be responsible for raising funds for internal league use.
2nd VICE-PRESIDENT

He/She is responsible for assisting with all league events, and will assist with all other duties of 1st Vice-President.  He/She shall assume the responsibilities of the 1st Vice-President in his/her absence.
Treasurer
He/She shall keep account of all funds received and disbursed in the league.  He/She shall provide an updated financial report at all Executive and Captain meetings.
STATISTICIAN

He/She shall record all team wins and loses.  He/She shall record all individual All-Star points, and shall provide Team Captains with above results at each Captains meeting.  He/She shall be paid the sum of $400.00 per Dart Season. ($200.00 at the beginning of the season, and $200.00 at the end of the season). 
SECRETARY

He/She shall maintain a precise an accurate record of all minutes recorded from Executive, Captains and General meetings.  He/She shall disburse minutes to Executive members and team Captains at all Executive and Captains meetings.
RULES CHAIRMAN

He/She shall be responsible for ensuring all boards and playing areas meet current N.D.F.C. standards.  All boards will be checked at the beginning of the Dart Season and before the Play-Offs.  He/She shall be responsible for accepting protests, appeals or grievances in writing for Team Captains or the Establishment owners.  He/She shall be responsible for setting up a Grievance committee at the beginning of the season to deal with all protests, appeals and grievances.
SIGNING OFFICERS AUTHORITY

There MUST be a minimum of two authorized signatures on any League disbursements.  Signing Officers shall consist of the following, the President, 1st Vice-President and Treasurer.  The authorized Signing Officers shall not sign any disbursements payable to themselves.  Any Executive member sitting on more than one conflicting Executive shall not have signing authority in the S.P.D.L. regardless of position.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS

All elections shall be held prior to the completion of the dart season (AGM meeting).  All members in good standing are entitled to vote.  Any member may nominate someone or be nominated for office.  For the position of President the nominee MUST have served on the Executive for at least one consecutive year unless no one is available.  An appointed election committee MUST run the elections.  There shall be one vote per registered player.  The new Executive will take office one week after the end of season banquet.
ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

One Annual General Meeting will be called within a twelve-month period, held no later than one week prior to league play-offs.  All registered players will be notified through their Captains or the Executives of this meeting.  One point will be deducted from the Team standings for each player under the required six players not in attendance.

REGISTRATION

Teams MUST register by the final registration meeting.  At this time a non-refundable and non-transferable registration fee payable by Cheque, Certified Cheque or Money Order will be due.  The Executive prior to registration meeting will decide the fee amount.  This will apply to both the Establishment and the Player fees.  The teams shall register a minimum of six (6) players to a maximum of nine (9) players.  Teams MUST have a minimum of two (2) women registered on the team as this is a mixed dart league.  The player’s fee MUST be paid by the final registration date.  Two (2) women MUST be present each night for the playing session and MUST play at least two (2) matches each.  Therefore, it is suggested that there be a minimum of three (3) women registered.
RANKING OF INDIVIDUALS AND TEAMS

Ranking of individual players will be based upon their play in the previous S.P.D.L. season.  An individual ranking will be based on 12.5% of Doubles play 12.5% of Cricket play and 75% of Singles play.  Rankings will only be changed from the previous ranking, if the player has played at least 50% of the present season.  Using a combination of individual player’s rankings will rank teams.  Players who did not play in the previous year in the S.P.D.L. will be ranked based upon the team’s registration information as well as other information available to the Executive.  If a Captain makes false claims of a player’s ability, on the team registration or new player request form, then that player will be removed from the team.  This player’s team and individual points will be removed from the standings.
DIVISIONAL LIMITATIONS OF RANKED PLAYERS

The following ranking as per Divisions will apply:

· Division one (1) teams shall be limited to four (4) “A” ranked Players.
· Division two (2) teams shall be limited two (2) “A” ranked Players.

· Division three (3) teams shall be limited to one (0) “A” ranked Player.

· Division four (4) teams shall be permitted no (0) “A” ranked Players.

· There is NO “A” Players permitted on teams lower than Division two (2) provided there are only three (3) divisions.
CAPTAINS MEETINGS

There MUST be a Captain’s meeting before the regular season begins.  This meeting is to allow all captain’s to argue their points of the rankings in which the division their team is playing (at which time the Executives will review this argument).  Captain’s meetings will be held once per month.  Each team MUST have one representative present at each meeting.  A list of dates for these meetings will be handed out prior to the first night of play.  Three (3) points WILL BE deducted for non-attendance by a captain, or representative at these meetings.
GRIEVANCES, PROTESTS, APPEALS

A Grievance committee will be appointed at the first Captain’s meeting.  This committee will consist of three (3) members and one (1) alternate.  All decisions of this committee are final.  Any committee member who is directly involved in any grievance MUST not participate as a committee at that grievance.  Any team lodging a protest MUST post a $20.00 bond, and MUST be received by the Rules Chairman within five (5) days of the incident.  Any S.P.D.L. members who have a complaint MUST submit it in writing.  There will be no investigation or reprimand unless it is in writing.  If the member looses the protest (Complaint), then the $20.00 is non-refundable.  
ILLEGAL PLAYERS

Any points gained by playing an illegal player will be forfeited from that team and awarded to the opposing team.
DISCIPLINE

Captains are responsible for the conduct of their team.  All members will conduct themselves with due regard to all persons and property.  Unfair or unsportsmanlike conduct by a team or player may result in forfeiture or other penalty as may be determined by the Executives.  Any member representing an establishment or the league, creating any wrongful transaction between the establishments or league WILL BE held liable and will be removed from the S.P.D.L.  permanently.   Any member that leaves the league in bad standing shall never be permitted to join the S.P.D.L. again.  If an emergency executive meeting is called to order by the Executives, all Executives MUST attend.  If this meeting is in regards to one of the Executives, then that Executive does NOT have the rights to VOTE.
PUB REGULATIONS

Each establishment will be required to have two (2) regulation dartboards per one or two registered teams in the S.P.D.L.   The Rules Chairman will visit and check each establishment’s playing area before the start of the season.  All establishments will be limited to four (4) teams each.  (Depending on the amount of boards an establishment has).  Any bar that cannot accommodate teams comfortably for play and seating within the dart area will be limited to the amount of teams they can have.
FINAL SCORES

All scores of 180 and high finishes MUST be marked on the score sheet to count in the league.  Score sheets MUST be handed in as determined by the executives at the beginning of the season.
GAME FORFIETS

If a team is short players i.e.;( 4 players from one team show and 6 players from the other team shows), then a game Win Forfeit is in play, and the Win Forfeit players get their individual points.  If a team forfeits i.e.; (no-one shows from one team), then the opposing team will receive their Win Forfeit individual points.
PLAY-OFFS

Players MUST have played at least 25% of the season to be eligible to play in the play-offs and be entitled awards. NO ALL-STAR POINTS will be count in the play-offs. Only 180’s, 170 finishes and 9’s in cricket will be acknowledged. Two women MUST play in the play-offs, or the team automatically defaults the night. The Rules Chairman will give a play-off format at the end of the regular season (AGM meeting). Teams will be seated into the play-offs based upon team points including attendance at the Annual General Meeting. If teams are tied the results of regular season head to head play between the tied teams will be reviewed. The tie breaking rules are described in the Rules package attachment to the Constitution.
DARTS ONTARIO

As of 2000/2001 season the S.P.D.L. will be an affiliate league of Darts Ontario and will participate in the affiliate shoots held by Darts Ontario. Teams for the Team shoots will be determined by player standings one (1) month prior to team shoots and will be chosen by the Executive Committee. Any player accepting a position to participate in the affiliate shoots on behalf of the SPDL, and do not show up, and do not have a valid reason will not be invited back to the next shoot, no matter where they are in the standings .The player will be held liable for expenses incurred by the league ($50.00), and will be suspended until the league is reimbursed. 
A vote shall be done prior to the start of the dart season on whether to continue to join Darts Ontario.
SINGLES AND DOUBLES

Each year the S.P.D.L. will hold a singles and doubles shoot on a date to be determined by the executives.  These shoots are strictly voluntary, but will be used to determine representatives for the Darts Ontario affiliate shoots. All players MUST have played 25% of the season leading up to the singles and doubles to be eligible for play.  All payers MUST be members in good standing to participate.  
ADDING PLAYERS

Any team that wishes to add new players after the final registration date MUST submit a New Players Form to the Statistician.  The submission deadline for a new player will be January 1st.  An exception to the January 1st, deadline will be made if a team is in jeopardy of folding.  A team, which has six (6) players and has been consistently playing short, will be considered in jeopardy of folding.  An added player MUST be given in writing on the add player form, which is also available on the website, not requested by phone or any other means.  The captain MUST document on the form, the calibre of the player if they have not played in the league before.
REMOVING PLAYERS

Any team that wishes to remove a player MUST submit in written on the Removed Players Form the reason for their removal, and MUST have the removed player’s consent (Signature).  When a player misses more than four (4) consecutive weeks of play, the team captain may submit a form to remove that player, without the players consent.

AMENDMENTS

Any amendments to the S.P.D.L. annual general meeting and will be effective the following season.  If a decision has to be made by the S.P.D.L.executive because it is not covered in the constitution of NDFC rulebook, then it MUST be made by the majority executive.  No one member of the executive may make a decision.
